JULY COMMUNION OFFERING RECIPIENT — PLEASE NOTE CHANGES FROM 2025 MISSION 
CALENDAR: The July Communion Offering will be directed to the PCUSA Global Ecumenical 
Partnership Fund. Our original Mission Calendar indicated that the July Offering would be 
directed to Mission Coworkers. In January 2025, PCUSA leadership announced planned 
reductions in the number of mission co-workers by at least 50 percent due to financial 
constraints. The remaining Mission Co-workers have been re-designated as Global Ecumenical 
Liaisons. You can read more about the changes and what the Liaisons do here. The 2025 Mission 
Calendar indicates that Communion Offering for July and August will be directed to the 
Presbyterian Mission Agency and the Mission Co-workers, respectively. We will direct the July 
Communion Offering to the Global Ecumenical Partnership fund under the new Interim Unified 
Agency — this is as close as we can get to funding what was the Presbyterian Mission Agency 
— and we’ll redirect the August offering to Habitat for Humanity. If you have individual gifts 
directed to the account that was used to fund the mission coworkers (account E132192), those 
gifts will now be used to support the Global Ecumenical Liaisons. Please contact Mikki Walker
