Besides providing safe housing, Safehome also provides mental 
health counseling and legal services for shelter residents. Operating the shelter requires all the 
necessities of daily life for the women and children housed in it, many of whom leave their 
abusers with nothing but the clothes on their backs. You can help Safehome execute their 
important mission by donating an item from their Amazon wish list — see the link below.
